Channel (ARC). If your TV is HDMI ARC compliant, 
you can hear the TV audio through your Soundbar 
by using a single HDMI cable.

1 Using a High Speed HDMI cable (not included), 
connect the HDMI OUT (ARC)-TO TV connector 
on your Soundbar to the HDMI ARC connector 
on the TV.
